3 A LAW OF THE MUSCOGEE (CREEK) NATION AMENDING MCNCA TITLE 17, 
4 CHAPTER 9 ENTITLED "MVSKOKE LOAN FUND BOARD" 
5 
6 Be it enacted by the National Council of the Muscogee (Creek) Nation: 
7 
8 SECTION ONE. AMENDMENT. This amendment shall be codified in Title 17, Chapter 
9 9, of the Code of Laws of the Muscogee (Creek) Nation; provided that for purpose of 


10 codification of said amendment and its inclusion in pocket parts of the Code of Laws of 
11 the Muscogee (Creek) Nation, the Office of the Attorney General is hereby authorized: 
12 (1) to approve any changes related to the manner in which sections, articles, chapters, 
13 and sub-chapters are designated consistent with the format in the Code of Laws 
14 published in 2010 by West Publication Company; (2) to include footnoted references to 
15 the legislative history in said pocket parts to the Code of Laws and (3) to note in said 
16 pocket parts any editorial correction of minor clerical or grammatical errors in the 
17 following amendment, without further National Council approval: 
18 
19 SECTION TWO. AMENDMENT. MCNCA Title 17, § 9-103 R., is hereby amended to 
20 read as follows: 
21 
22 R. Loan Policy Notice and Comment. Prior to promulgating a final loan 
23 policy, the CDFI shall publish the policy in proposed form. The proposed loan policy, at 
24 any time, shall be provided directly made available for review at the office of the 
25 CDFI to the Secretary of the Nation, all members of the National Council, the Office of 
26 the Attorney General, the Principal Chief and, the Second Chief upon i.witten request, 
27 to any other interested person or interested office or agency of the Nation. +Re 
28 proposed loan policy shall be accompanied by a notice stating that the CDFI will accept 
29 written comments for a period of sixty (60) days following the date of publication. As 
30 provided in this section, "publish" shall mean publication in a ne'.vspaper of general 
31 circulation within the Nation and posting in each of the Nation's District offices. In the 
32 event of significant public interest with respect to a loan policy, the CDFI may hold one 
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1 or more public hearings prior to finalizing a loan policy. Notice of a public hearing shall 
2 be given as set forth above, and in addition shall be mailed directly to any person 
3 submitting comments on the proposed loan policy and providing a mailing address. The 
4 CDFI shall revie•.-.i all comments received by the close of the comment period including 
5 all comments received during public hearings, prior to finalizing the loan policy. 
6 
7 SECTION THREE. AMENDMENT. MCNCA Title 17, § 9-105 F., is hereby amended to 
8 read as follows: 
9 


10 F. All meetings of the Mvskoke Loan Fund Board shall be public meetings 
11 and therefore open to the public, except for executive sessions. The Board may 
12 exclude any person from an executive session except the Principal Chief, Second Chief, 
13 Speaker, Second Speaker, any National Council Representative, and a representative 
14 from the Attorney General's Office. The Board may go into executive session only (1) 
15 to discuss confidential financial and personal information regarding an applicant to the 
16 Fund, (2) to discuss personnel issues and matters of confidentiality that relate to one or 
17 more specific employees, or (3) to meet and consult with the counsel on confidential 
18 legal matters. All other matters shall be discussed audibly to all persons in the room in 
19 open session. Executive sessions may only be held after they have been posted as an 
20 item on the agenda for the meeting in which the executive session is held. The general 
21 subject of the executive session must be described in the posted agenda, and no action 
22 by the Board may occur in executive session. It shall be unlawful for any person 
23 present in a meeting held in executive session to make public, or otherwise disclose or 
24 describe to any person not so present, any discussion or statements made during such 
25 executive session. Violation of any of the open meetings requirements of this 
26 subsection shall constitute a criminal offense punishable by up to six (6) months 
27 imprisonment and/or a Five Hundred and No/100 Dollars ($500.00) fine. Persons who 
28 violate this subsection shall be subject to expulsion and banishment from the Nation's 
29 territory. Meetings of the Board shall be subject to the Open Meetings Act of the 
30 Muscogee (Creek) Nation, pursuant to MC NC A Title 37, §5-101, et seq. 
31 
32 SECTION FOUR. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Act shall become effective immediately 
33 upon proper approval and execution in accordance with the requirements of the 
34 Muscogee (Creek) Nation Constitution. 
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
